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Group Discussion  

1. What’s a place where you feel most “at home” or at rest —and what makes it feel 

that way?  

OR: Have you ever lost something (or someone!) for a moment and felt that panic —
what did that experience stir in you?  
 

2. In Exodus 33:14 - 15, Moses says he doesn’t want to go anywhere without God’s 
presence . W hat does that reveal about how he values God compared to God’s 
promises or blessings?  
 

3. Looking at Exodus 33:7 - 11, what stands out to you about how God relates to Moses in 
the “tent of meeting”? What does this tell us about God’s desire for closeness?  
 

4. In Exodus 40:34 - 38, how did God guide Israel through the cloud and fire? What 
patterns do you notice about when they moved and when they stayed?  
 

5. The sermon connects Eden, the Tent of Meeting, and the Tabernacle . W hat do you 
notice about God’s movement from being “distant” to dwelling in the middle of His 
people?  
 

6. Where in your life are you tempted to keep God on the “edges” instead of at the 
center ? W hat might it look like to invite Him into that space this week?
